








Information on Music and Recordings available at Mintlyn Crematorium

We provide an organist for every service when required. We also welcome live musicians. We provide recorded
music through the Wesley Music System. We can no longer allow tapes and commercially produced or burned
CDs to be played. Playing these could damage the equipment and breach copyright.

For recorded music, please see our library on the Wesley Music website. Select Music Library list and scroll
down to Mintlyn Crematorium, King’s Lynn. We can send you a printed copy of our libraries but these will not
be as up to date as the online library. The Library has three public sections:

Hymn Library Hymns played on the organ. If you would like the hymn accompanied by recorded
choir select hymns marked ( C ). If you want a hymn marked ( C ) but without the
choir please let us know using the special requests box overleaf.

Organ Library Any music, which is not a hymn, played on the organ, such as Albinoni’s Adagio
in G Minor

General Library All other recorded music

Bespoke Not accessible to the public

When searching in the hymn library you will need to know the first line of the hymn. In the organ or general
libraries you will need the proper name for the piece of music.

If you have a unique recording, such as a relative singing, please contact Wesley Music for advice as they will
probably be able to convert this to a suitable format and have it added to our bespoke library so it can be played
for you.

If the music you want is not listed in our library, Wesley Music will add the tracks you want to our library. To

do this you will need to contact Wesley Music before filling in the form over the page. If you know the name of
the music, please go to Wesley Music’s website, under Online Music Requests and fill in the request form.
Alternatively, you can email Wesley Music. You will need to give them the last name of the deceased, your
contact details, the crematorium name, the date and time of the funeral, the name of the track and the composer
or artist. If you are unsure and want advice about the music, please telephone them. When you make a
request, Wesley Music will give you a reference number. Please write this on the Music Request Form.

Wesley Music need at least two working days notice to add music to our library so we can play it. Sometimes
they need three days if it is an unusual track, so the more notice you can give us the better.
the better.

Recording of Services
There is an extra charge for recordings and online access. Please see our current Fees and Charges.

You can order CD or DVD recordings of the service through the crematorium office using the Music Request
Form. You will need to get the consent of anyone taking part in the service such as the Minister / Officiants,
speakers or live musicians. We will display notices outside the chapel telling people the service will be recorded
for you. Recordings should be booked at least two days before the funeral. Wesley Music will generally send
the recordings to Mintlyn Crematorium within one week of the funeral service. This will then be forwarded on to
the Funeral Director.

We can also broadcast the funeral service over the internet as a webcast via password protected access. The
service can viewed live or for up to a week after the funeral. This is useful for those who are unable to attend
the funeral such as the housebound or relatives / friends abroad. Some families get comfort from being able

to view the service again. Please telephone Mintlyn Crematorium to arrange a webcast. Mintlyn Crematorium
generally needs three working days notice to arrange a webcast with Wesley Music. Wesley Music will give
Mintlyn Crematorium the unique user name and password, this will be given to the Funeral Director as the family
will need these to able to view the services online on the day or up to a week afterwards. This will protect the
family’s privacy and make certain only the people the family want to view the service can do so. All webcasts will
also have a DVD recording, which will be sent to the Funeral Director on receipt from Wesley Music.
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
